Interested persons can submit their applications by Monday, June 17th 2024. The competition is open to all students and researchers in the fields of natural sciences, engineering or mathematics. The members of the UB academic community are invited to apply to the 2024 SGS edition, where they will have the chance to approach the theme of global security policy in their field of research.

Necessary documents for applications include: a two-page CV; a short paragraph on the motivation of studying nuclear weapons problems; the title and a 200-word abstract of the presentation; a 100-word biography and a high resolution portrait photograph. Selected participants will be informed of the results by July 1st 2024.
