Steps to redirect 3.5% of your income tax:
1. Download Form 230 (PDF) and fill it out with your personal information.
2. Scan and send the completed form to: fundatia@unibuc.ro.
Forms can be submitted until May 21, 2025. After submitting, ANAF (the tax authority) will contact you to confirm your wish to redirect the tax amount.
3. Alternatively, if you prefer not to send it online, you can mail the filled-out form to your local tax office by May 25.
