He studied at Patna High School and later earned admission to Patna University, where his love for number theory deepened. Anand secured admission to the University of Cambridge, but financial constraints prevented him from attending. Instead, he began teaching mathematics to support his family. 
Founding Super 30
· In 2002, Anand Kumar started Super 30 in Patna. The program selects 30 meritorious students from underprivileged backgrounds every year and provides them with free coaching, food, and lodging to prepare for the IIT-JEE.
· Super 30 quickly gained national and international recognition for its outstanding results. Students who once struggled to afford even basic education began earning places in India’s most prestigious engineering institutions. Founder, Ramanujan School of Mathematics (1992 – present)
